PRIVACY POLICY

In this Privacy Policy (this “Privacy Policy”), we describe our practices regarding the collection, use, disclosure, and other processing of Personal Information (as defined below) collected through https://mspsportscapital.com (or its successor website) (the “Site”) from users of the Site, including you.
1. YOUR CONSENT
By accessing or using the Site, you acknowledge that you have read and understand this Privacy Policy and consent to our collection, use, and disclosure of Personal Information as described in this Privacy Policy. 
2. WHAT PERSONAL INFORMATION IS COLLECTED?
Depending on your relationship with MSP and your use of the Site, we may collect certain Personal Information from you. If you choose not to provide certain Personal Information, you may be unable to access or use certain features or portions of the Site.
“Personal Information” means information that identifies, relates to, describes, or can reasonably be associated with, directly or indirectly, a particular individual. Personal Information may include, without limitation, your name, email address, mailing address, telephone number, company information, and any other contact information or personal information you provide to us. 3. WHY DO WE COLLECT PERSONAL INFORMATION?
We collect and use your Personal Information to: 
· verify your identity and evaluate or administer requests for access to restricted portions of the Site;
· respond to your inquiries, requests, or submissions and communicate with you;
· operate, maintain, evaluate, and improve the Site;
· debug, identify, and repair errors or issues affecting the functionality, security, or operation of the Site;
· monitor, prevent, investigate, and address fraud, unauthorized access, misuse of the Site, and other security or technical issues;
· comply with applicable legal, regulatory, and compliance requirements, legal process, and our internal policies; and/or
· establish, exercise, and defend legal rights, protect our operations, and pursue available remedies or limit our damages.
We may also use Personal Information for any other purpose disclosed to you at the time the information is collected or as otherwise permitted or required by applicable law.
4. HOW DO WE DISCLOSE PERSONAL INFORMATION?
We may disclose your Personal Information to:  
· service providers that perform services on our behalf, such as website hosting, communications support, analytics, technology support, and customer relationship management services;
· our affiliates, successors, acquirers, and other relevant parties in connection with an actual or proposed merger, acquisition, financing, reorganization, sale of assets, or other corporate transaction;
· third parties as required or permitted by applicable law, regulation, legal process, or governmental request, or as necessary to investigate, prevent, or take action regarding suspected fraud, unauthorized access, misuse of the Site, violations of our Terms of Use, or other illegal or harmful activity; and/or  
· other third parties where you direct us to do so or otherwise consent. 
5. RETENTION OF PERSONAL INFORMATION
We retain Personal Information only for as long as reasonably necessary to fulfill the purposes for which it was collected, including as necessary to comply with applicable legal, regulatory, tax, accounting, or reporting requirements, or as otherwise permitted or required by applicable law. When Personal Information is no longer required for those purposes, we will delete, destroy, anonymize, or de-identify it in accordance with applicable law.
6. COOKIES
We and our service providers may use cookies and similar technologies to operate, maintain, secure, and improve the Site, understand how visitors use the Site, and support the functionality of certain features. Cookies are small text files placed on your device when you visit the Site. You can instruct your browser to refuse some or all cookies or to alert you when cookies are being sent; however, if you disable or reject cookies, some portions or features of the Site may not function properly.
We may also use analytics tools, including Google Analytics, to help us understand how users interact with the Site and to improve the Site’s performance and functionality. 7. SECURITY
We maintain reasonable administrative, technical, and physical safeguards designed to protect Personal Information under our control. Accordingly, we ask that you not send sensitive or confidential information to us through unsecured channels or through the Site. 8. CHILDREN
We respect the privacy of children and are committed to complying with the Children’s Online Privacy Protection Act. The data protection, privacy, and other laws of the United States and such other jurisdictions may not be as comprehensive as, or may otherwise differ from, those in your jurisdiction. In addition, your Personal Information may be accessible to courts, law enforcement, and other governmental authorities in the United States and other jurisdictions pursuant to lawful process.
